2011-12! 

 
Long awaited revisions to the Exploring 
4-H manual have resulted in the new 
Adventure into 4-H for beginning 4-

H’ers (8&9 year olds).  The Adventure into 4-H manual includes 
some new topics to match some of the new project series. There 
are lots of options for beginning 4-H’ers to try! 
 
Pick-a-Topic replaces the Create-a-Project for those members 
who just can’t find an existing project they’d like to take. Please 
note that before members decide to take Pick-a-Topic, they 
should review the existing project manuals to see if there is some-
thing that is a close fit. Members may take a project more than 
once – by adapting or learning different skills than the first time. 
For example, Discover Scrapbooking may be taken the first time 
for basic scrapbooking, and then could be taken again to do other 
creative scrapbooking techniques and activities, identifying new 
activities that will be completed throughout the project. 
 
The Woodworking series has two revised projects; Explore 
Woodworking and Discover Connecting Your Corners.  
 
4-H Manitoba now has a Communications project! Discover 
Communications (in the Leadership series) introduces members 
to new information and a chance to practice skills to increase con-
fidence to be successful and effective communicators.
